Anotacia

Bakalarska praca sa zaoberd vystavbou ropovodu Dakota Access v Spojenych Statoch
Americkych. Trasa ropovodu vedie ned’aleko indianskej rezervacie Standing Rock, v ktorej Zije
kmen Siouxov. Kmeii sa dorazne postavil proti vystavbe ropovodu, obaval sa najméi znegistenia
zdrojov pitnej vody v pripade tniku ropy. Teoretickd ¢ast' prace predstavuje koncepty
environmentalnej spravodlivosti a environmentalneho rasizmu a poskytuje tak moznost’ lepsie
porozumiet’ pripadu vystavby ropovodu Dakota Access. Hlavnym cielom prace je analyza
vyrokov aktérov kauzy, tykajucich sa moznych dosledkov plynicich z vystavby ropovodu.
Praca vyuZiva metodu kritickej diskurzivnej analyzy podl'a modelu Normana Fairclougha. V
analytickej casti kladie déraz na rézne sposoby prezentovania moznych dosledkov. Pouzivajiic
metddy popisu, interpreticie a explikdcie sa snaZi odhalit’ dominantny a submisivny diskurz.
Doéraz je kladeny na vzt'ahy medzi nimi a rovnako na vztahy, ktoré boli identifikované v ramci
diskurzivneho typu. Analyza ukézala, Ze sposob akym aktéri nahliadaji na désledky vystavby

ropovodu stvisi s ich pdvodom, rasou a spolo¢ensko-ekonomickym statusom.

Annotation

The bachelor thesis deals with the building of the Dakota Access Pipeline in the United States
of America. The pipeline leads near the Standing Rock Reservation inhabited by the Sioux
Tribe. The tribe argued that the pipeline could contaminate their drinking water source in case
of a leak and its construction was met by a strong opposition from the tribe. The theoretical part
of the thesis presents the theoretical concepts of environmental injustice and racism to provide
a better comprehension of the Dakota Access Pipeline case. The main aim of the thesis is to
analyze statements of the various actors related to the possible consequences of the pipeline by
using the method of critical discourse analysis as described in Norman Fairclough’s work. In
the analytical part, the focus lies in different presentation of possible consequences. I have
identified five main discourses that occurred in the statements. Using the methods of
description, interpretation and explanation, I tried to reveal the dominant and the submissive
discourse. I focused on the relations between them and also on the relations that occurred within
one discursive type. The analysis showed that the view of the consequences was connected to

the actors’ origin, race and socio-economic status.
